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Performance
The speed of the performance ahdmges in scene are incredible. Maisthe performance is based on

human acrbatic displays which are amazind3ut theseare interspersed with the animal acts
documented below:

A lion is brought onto the stage
and raised high onto a platfor
while human acrobats perform
tricks on horseback below. The
lion has a collar and is chained
a metal bar.

Two Asiatic black bears are forced
t o fdadhxotber. The bears are
muzzled to prevent them from
biting theshowmenthe muzzles
have chainsittached to the straps a
the back of the beé head. The
showmen use the chains to control
the bears. The bears struggle to
release the hold the showmen hav
on the chains. The showmen drag
the bears on anaff the stage by the
ropes makinghe bears wél

quickly on their back legs.
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
